The pollution of air and the world's ocean, destruction of the ozone layer is the result of man's careless
interaction with nature, a sign of the ecological crises.
The most horrible ecological disaster befell Ukraine and its people after the Chernobyl tragedy in April
1986. About 18 percent of the territory of Belorus were also polluted with radioactive substances. A great
damage has been done to the agriculture, forests and people's health. The consequences of this explosion
at the atomic power-station are tragic for the Ukrainian, Byelorussian and other nations.
Environmental protection is of a universal concern. That is why serious measures to create a system of
ecological security should be taken.
Some progress has been already made in this direction. As many as 159 countries — members of the
UNO — have set up environmental protection agencies. Numerous conferences have been held by these
agencies to discuss problems facing ecologically poor regions including the Aral Sea, the South Urals,
Kuzbass, Donbass, Semipalatinsk and Chernobyl.
An international environmental research centre has been set up on Lake Baikal. The international
organisation Greenpeace is also doing much to preserve the environment.
But these are only the initial steps and they must be carried onward to protect nature, to save life on the
planet not only for the sake of the present but also for the future generations.

Thomas Gainsborough (1727-1788)

Thomas Gainsborough was born in the town of Sudbury, in Suffolk, England, in 1727. He was
the youngest of nine children in his family. As a boy, he showed great talent for drawing. He liked to
spend his free time walking in the woods and making sketches of trees, animals and people. His school
friends often helped him with his lessons while he drew pictures in their notebooks.There is a story about
young Gainsborough. One day he saw a thief stealing fruit from a garden. Later he drew the thief’s face
from memory so well that the man was caught. This story shows how observant and talented he was
even as a child.

When he was only thirteen, Gainsborough’s drawings were already so good that his father sent
him to London to study art. There he learned to paint portraits and landscapes. He admired the great
painters of his time and worked hard to become one of them. After several years he opened his own
studio and began to paint portraits for rich people.

Gainsborough’s portraits are painted in clear, soft colors. His favorite colors were green, blue,
grey and yellow. He often placed his figures against a beautiful landscape_background and there was
always harmony between people and nature. Among his most famous works are the portrait of Mrs.
Siddons, a famous actress, and the picture known as “The Blue Boy” — a boy in a blue costume standing
against a brown and green landscape. These pictures are loved for their calm beauty and gentle light.

Gainsborough also loved to paint landscapes. He said that nature was his best teacher. He often
painted the countryside of his childhood — quiet fields, tall trees and soft clouds. “The Suffolk
countryside made me a painter,” he once said. His landscapes show not only what he saw but also what
he felt — peace, beauty and love for nature.

He worked all his life and became one of the greatest English artists of the 18th century.
Gainsborough’s paintings are full of poetry and music. They are admired for their warmth, elegance and
gentle style. Even today people around the world come to museums to see his beautiful works and to
feel the harmony he found in people and nature.

Karl Bryullov (1799 — 1852)

Karl Bryullov was a prominent Russian artist. He was a son of ornamental sculpture Pavel
Bryullov. He was born in St. Petersburg. He became a pupil of the Academy of Arts at the age of nine.
The boy was extremely talented. Most of the famous Russian artists of that time noticed his unique
abilities. K. Bryullov left the Academy with a number of awards and silver medals.

In 1822 Karl and his brother Alexander went to Italy as beneficiaries of the Society for the
Encouragement of the Artists. In Rome Bryullov studied Raphael’s frescoes and antique sculpture. He
applied himself to genre painting and created Italian Morning, Girl Picking Grapes in the Environs of
Naples and Italian Midday.

Later Bryullov began to paint small chamber portraits and the picture portraits. In the early 1830s
he painted Self-Portrait, his large group portraits of Princess Yelena Pavlovna and her daughter,
Samoilova with Giovannina Passini and an Arab boy. The most famous was the picture portrait A Lady
on Horseback.

Bryullov’s talent, good education and independent character attracted attention of his
contemporaries. His studio on the Via Corso in Rome was a popular meeting-place. Bryullov’s friends
were M. Glinka and A. Tolstoy, brothers Turgenev and many others.

The most significant work was The Last Day of Pompeii. Bryullov depicted the tragedy of Roman
city that was ruined by the eruption of Vesuvius in the 1% century A.D. The artist worked hard over the
canvas. He studied the documents concerning the destruction of Pompeii, visited the excavations at
Herculaneum and Pompeii.
